Complete and submit a proposal for each workshop.  Proposals must be received no later than Friday, September 25th, 2009.  Proposal selections will be made by October 5th, 2009 and presenters will be notified by post mail and e-mail.
A typed proposal describing your workshop must include:
1.  Workshop Title (short and concise).
2.  A 3-4 sentence abstract describing the workshop for the conference brochure.

3.  List 3 measurable objectives the workshop will provide the participants.

Ex: At the conclusion of this presentation, the participants will be able to…

4.  A summary of 200 words or less of your workshop.

5.  Specify format of presentation (ie. Panel, Experiential, etc.).

6.  Indicate if workshop will be in Spanish, English, or both.

7.  Attach a brief biographical statement of the presenter in 50 words or less.

Names, titles, affiliations, resumes, addresses, phone numbers, and e-mail

addresses for ALL presenters must be included.
8. Indicate if the presenter is willing to offer the workshop twice.

9. Presenter will have their conference fee waived the day of their training. 

10. Presenters can stay for the conference which is inclusive of the gala at a rate of $185.00

11. Any sessions with more than two presenters the third will have to pay the early conference fee of $250.00
